“Cultures do not dialogue with each other, only individuals do so.”

This IETM Satellite Meeting is all about the interaction between the aims and practices of artists, and the policies of institutions intending to support intercultural arts practice and contemporary arts in culturally diverse societies.  

Many artists work interculturally as a daily part of the exploration of ideas and creation of work, from the interrogation of their own cultural heritage to their engagement in the globalised communities they inhabit – mostly several at once.    Not only the creation of art, but its production, presentation and distribution involve dialogue and negotiation with individuals and groups who align themselves to different cultures.  

Good (and bad) art (and arts policies) can be monocultural, transcultural or intercultural.

What happens to both the creation of art and the systems which form its environment, when people from various cultures interact?   

‘Intercultural dialogue’ is a burgeoning public policy area for the EU and many national cultural authorities across the world.  Artists decide their own aims and goals.  How can policy makers support these?  In a world where everyone can identify with a whole range of ‘diverse groups’, how is policy made?  Does policy lead practice, or does practice influence the development of policy?   

‘’Intercultural dialogue: it’s your problem not ours’’ [accredit this quote?] One criticism levelled at the policy focus on intercultural dialogue is that it is a Eurocentric concept seeking to impose homogenous models of cultural interaction.  What does cultural diversity mean in other parts of the world?  

And finally…catalysts speed up chemical change. Only a very small amount of the catalyst is required to make a big difference.   What is our desired future in terms of cultural diversity?  Where are we going?  Will our cultures remain unchanged or have we already said good-bye? 

 

To discuss all this,  IETM (international network for contemporary performing arts) is organising a Satellite Meeting about intercultural dialogue and the performing arts, which will take place in Dublin 25-27 June 2008.   

Our purpose?  To broadly sketch some of the issues; to highlight some real examples of artists’ practices which do or could influence policy making; to bring policy makers and art makers together to discuss…

The main meeting content will feature live art performances, as well break-out groups, and a panel discussion led by artists and producers. There will also be a session involving IETM Associate Members (funding agencies) and other Arts Councils and Cultural Agencies from Europe, Australia and Asia to review current and prospective policies relating to intercultural dialogue, cultural diversity and the arts.

At the same time as the IETM Satellite Meeting, the ‘We are Here 3.0’ festival curated by the Project Arts Centre takes place 23 June to 5 July 2008 in Project Arts Centre and across the Dublin Docklands.

The meeting is open to all IETM members and to anyone in Ireland. You can register on the IETM website from 26 May 2008.  Deadlines for registration will be 20 June 2008. Numbers will be limited to about 70 participants, so please register early, and join in the debate!

We hope their short presentations, along with the questions of moderator, Dragan Klaic, will encourage you to share your experience, as well as illuminate the diversity of perspectives, areas of contention and debate, and themes and issues, questions and suggestions that can carry through to the working groups.

The absolute limit for a panel discussion is four people and a moderator.  Well… we have SIX people and a moderator, all with a unique aesthetic and cultural perspective. They have an impossible job, keeping to ten to fifteen minutes each, and yet trying to provide focus for the topic of intercultural dialogue in the processes of making art, which is of such wide interest and touch-stone for many different perspectives (including yours!).
